ACCREDITATION TEAM INVITES PUBLIC COMMENT ABOUT THE UNIVERSITY OF

Tampa, FL: Chief Chris Daniel announced today that a team of assessors from the 
Commission for Florida Law Enforcement Accreditation (CFA) will arrive on August 3, 2021, 
to conduct a comprehensive inspection of the University of South Florida Police Department.  
The assessment, which can span three days, involves critical review of all policies, 
procedures, management, operations, and support services.  The University of South Florida 
Police Department has to comply with approximately 250 standards in order to receive 
accredited status.  Many of the standards are critical to life, health and safety issues. 
 
Participation in the CFA process is voluntary on the part of the agency. The University of 
South Florida Police Department was first accredited in the year 2000, and has been 
successfully reaccredited in every cycle since that time. In addition, the University of South 
Florida Police Department received the Excelsior status during the 2018 accreditation cycle. 
 
As a part of the assessment, agency members and the general public are invited to offer 
comments to the assessment team.
