
1.002 Presidential Search and Selection 

(1)  Pursuant to a delegation of authority from the Board of Governors, each board of 
trustees is responsible for conducting a search and selecting a candidate to serve as 
the president of the institution, subject 



i. oversight of a webpage on the institution’s website that includes a link to 
the home page for meetings of the search committee (notices, agendas and 
materials), updated lists of persons who have submitted applications, and 
information on the means of providing stakeholder input, which shall be  
maintained for purposes of transparency; 

ii. establishing a calendar of public events for the process 



information relevant to the position criteria on the candidate’s job 
performance in his or her current and past positions, an assessment of the 
candidate’s leadership capabilities and management style, ability to work 
with various stakeholders, and expected effectiveness as an advocate for the 
institution and the State University System; and ensuring that a background 
check of the president-elect is finalized prior to recommendation of the 
president-elect to the Board of Governors for confirmation;  

ii. selecting final candidates for on-campus meetings with faculty, students, the 
board of trustees, and other stakeholders
