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Trend Analysis: 2011 -2016 Youth Baker Acts : An analysis of the number of Baker 
Act initiations between 2011 and 2016 reveals that while the percentage for youth 
throughout the state has stayed relatively the same over the last five years, Baker Acts 
among youth in Hernando County has more than doubled to 34%, nearly twice the 
state rate. Please see Table 1 below.  In fiscal year 15-16, the majority of Baker Acts in 
Hernando County were initiated by law enforcement (50.5%), followed by mental 
health professionals (46.7%) and ex-parte (2.8%).   
 
Despite these alarming figures, the data in the table below understate the true nature 
of the crisis in Hernando County as they do not include Baker Act initiations received at 
Springbrook Hospital whose forms were not being reported to the USF Louis de La 
Parte Florida Mental Health Institute (USF-FMHI) during that time period.

Additional concerns creating urgency for Hernando County to secure new funding such 
as competitive grants to address the mental health, substance abuse and criminal 
justice crisis include the following: 

�¾ Behavioral health services for uninsured and underinsured individuals are 
underfunded relative to other counties: 

 
�ƒ Per Capital County Revenue: Per capita county revenue is approximately 

$700 lower than the average for other counties in the state ($1,180.84 vs. 
$1,884.17 - Hernando County Profile, Florida Legislature, Office of Economic 
and Demographic Research, August 2016).  Due to the size of the total 
population in Hernando (less than 200,000), Hernando County is not eligible 
for enhanced federal funding, further restricting resources available to meet 
community needs.  County funding for human services expenditures 
represents just 1/3 of the average amount in other counties throughout the 
state ($49 vs. $153.17 - Hernando County Profile, Florida Legislature, Office 
of Economic and Demographic Resea
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Managing Entity - Regional Needs Assessment - Well Florida Council) reveals 
that Circuit 5 provides the most limited range of services and has fewer 
numbers of behavioral health providers of the 5 circuits in the region. 

The current DCF CJMHSA Reinvestment Grant is a critical opportunity for Hernando 
County to build upon the work begun with the Adult Planning Grant (effective date 
February 1, 201��) to collaboratively integrate findings related to youth and their 
parents/other significant adults to address the crisis facing the community. Through the 
CJMHSA Planning Grant opportunity focused on the systems serving  youth ages 17 
and under, Hernando County will benefit from:  

�ƒ Implementing the Sequential Intercept Mapping (SIM) process focusing on
youth in the criminal and juvenile justice system  who have substance abuse
(SA), mental health (MH), or co-occurring disorders (CODs).  The SIM will assist
