Examples:  
Induction to honor societies, making the Dean’s list, graduating from high school with honors, 
having been selected for a competitive scholarship, other formal recognition of your 
accomplishments or abilities 

 

Describe any engineering, science or mathematics projects you have worked on in the last 
three years 
Instructions:  If this does not apply to you briefly explain why you have not had this opportunity or 
proceed to the next question. 

Examples: 
Projects related to math, science or engineering competitions  
Participation in College of Engineering research initiatives (paid or volunteer) 
Participation in internships here or elsewhere 
Engineering projects you have completed as part of a personal interest or hobby 
Projects related to paid employment and class projects may also be mentioned 

 

Describe your membership, involvement, positions and activities in any student chapter of a 
professional engineering society or other engineering related club 
Instructions:  If this does not apply to you briefly explain why you have not had this opportunity or 
proceed to the next question. 

Examples:  
Student Chapters of engineering professional societies  
Clubs and organizations that promote math, science, engineering or technology 
Work related professional engineering societies

church or civic activities)
